1.	 Select an area in your yard that is reasonably level and meets the space requirements for your equipment.  Ground 
space: 13’ x 12’, Residential Play space: 17’ x 24’.  

2.	 Please refer to the Top Rail/Out Rigger assembly sheet and assemble your top rail as instructed.
3.	 Place the assembled top rail section about Eleven feet from the selected area. Mark swing hanger locations (see top 

view to find  measurements on the installation diagrams sheet) onto the top rail.  Assemble (see swing hanger as-
sembly sheet) and attach the swing hangers securely to the top rail.    

4.	 Flip the top rail onto its side (it should be about thirteen feet from the area where you want the unit to finally stand.)
5.	 Beginning with the openings that are on the ground, insert the legs into the triple end, (see A frame leg assembly) 

align the holes in the leg and the holes in the triple end and insert the 3/8” x 2 3/4” hex bolt through the triple end 
and the leg.  Attach 3/8” nyloc  nut and securely fasten.  Insert 3/8” x 3/8” set screw and securely fasten. Repeat this 
process for the other three legs.

6.	 Using two strong adults, lift and stand the swing set into its upright position.  Adjust your swing set into the desired 
location.  Mark the holes for each of  the four legs.  

7.	 Dig the holes approximately 18” in diameter and approximately 12” deep.
8.	 Put the legs into the holes.
9.	 Measure the distance from about the center of the top rail to the ground.  This distance should be 10’.  Adjust the 

depth of the holes as necessary to achieve this height.
10.	Determine the level of the swing set by using the level along the length of the top rail.  Remove from,  or add soil to 

the holes as necessary to make the unit level.  You can also check the level side to side by holding the level across 
the bottom of the triple end.  

11.	Mix the concrete according to package instructions and pour into the hole.  (You will use approximately 1 ½,  80 
pound bags of concrete per hole.)

12.	Allow the concrete to cure completely before using your swing set (3 to 5 days).
13.	Attach chains and swing seats onto your Component Playground and enjoy.

TOP	RAIL	ASSEMBLY

Step 1: Slide the ends of the drilled 10’ Top Rail into the Sleeves of 
the Triple Ends.

Step 2: Align the holes in the Top Rail with holes in the Sleeves of 
the Triple Ends and join together using a 7/16” x 3 1/2” Hex Bolt 
and 7/16” Nyloc Nut (one set for each end).

Step 3: Insert and tighten (4) 3/8” x 3/8” set screws into each of 
the Triple End Sleeves using Allen Wrench provided.
